Candidates Orientation

The Candidates’ Orientation will be held on Monday, February 8, 2010 at 5:00 p.m., in the Executive Office. Please call 512-322-7024 anytime before the application deadline if you are not able to attend the orientation.
QUALIFICATIONS

An eligible candidate is a full-time student working toward a degree and enrolled in U.T. at Austin.  An undergraduate student must be registered for 12 hours and a graduate student must be registered for 9 hours.
Dual degree candidates, whether in Plan II or any other joint degree program, must declare which school they will represent in the election and as a board member at the time of filing.  The candidate’s decision will be evidenced under the heading “School/College” in the Statement of Filing. (Please indicate by stating the dual/joint degree program followed by the College you will represent).
While students from all colleges/schools are eligible to run, the two candidates elected in the same year must represent two different colleges/schools. 
ELECTION CAMPAIGN

Time Period:  Thursday, February 11, 2010 - Monday, March 1, 2010.  The Co-op will print campaign leaflets of the designs supplied by the candidate. A photo of the candidate taken by the Co-op staff will be included on the fliers upon the candidate’s request.  The leaflets may be picked up after 12:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 11, 2010, provided the digital file was sent to the Executive office by 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 9th.  If additional leaflets are needed, a 24-hour notice to the Co-op is necessary.  (Upon the candidate’s request, the Executive office can design and prepare the campaign leaflet in a traditional format as in the past.)  
Campaign Leaflet Photo: the Co-op staff will take a photo of each applicant between Monday, January 18th and Friday, February 5th by appointment, please call 512-322-7024 to make an appointment. The photo will be used to prepare campaign leaflets and ads for The Daily Texan.
Candidate Budget: Each candidate will be allowed a campaign budget of no more than $100. Leaflets provided by the co-op will not be included in this budget. Each candidate for Co-op elections must keep accurate and up-to-date records of all campaign receipts and expenditures. Receipts must be provided for all campaign expenditures. Contributions to a candidate by individuals or organizations are not allowed. No candidate is allowed to financially contribute to another candidate’s campaign. Sharing of campaign money and resources is strictly prohibited. Each candidate's financial records must list identifying information (name, item, etc.) and amounts of each contribution and expenditure. Contributions and expenditures of non-monetary assets or in-kind efforts must be listed and valued at their fair market value, as determined by the Election Committee. Each financial disclosure statement must have all expenditure receipts attached.  All expenses must be included in the financial disclosure report. The Election Committee shall provide standardized forms for the purposes of this Code by the filing deadline. Financial disclosure statements shall be filed with the Election Committee in the Executive office before February 25, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.
Newspaper Advertising:  The Co-op will run large ads in The Daily Texan with the information about the candidates on Wednesday, February 24 and Friday, February 26, 2010 (the week before the election).  No separate newspaper advertising or publications (including “Letters to the Editor”) by the individual candidates will be allowed.  Other ads urging the membership to vote will be run in The Daily Texan during the month of February.

Personal Campaigning:  Candidates and their supporters may make personal “appearances”, personal telephone calls, as long as no paid campaign workers are employed.  Any one may support a candidate and assist him/her in campaigning, however, the supporter cannot be active in the election campaign of any other candidate for any other position. Student “tickets” or organizations may not endorse a candidate.  Candidates may not campaign within any University Co-op facility, or within 20 feet of any voting station on election day.

Campaign/Advertising Limitations:  There is a prohibition on all campaign materials other than those specified in these election rules and/or paid for by the Co-op.

Election Irregularities:  The Election Committee of the University Co-op Board of Directors shall serve as the Election Commission.  Complaints of violations of the election rules should be brought to the attention of any member of the board.
